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There is no
doubt in my
mind that if I
lived at the time

of Lewis and Clark and
Sacagawea, I would have
asked if there was room
for one more on the
expedition.  I have come
to realize over the years
that two words I use
infrequently are
“always” and “never”
and that the lens I ordinarily look through in viewing
life is one that fits those who live on the margins.  I
remember reading that if we are not living on margins,
we are taking up too much room.

Since finding out that NASA posts an
Astronomy Picture of the Day on the internet, viewing
that sight each day has become part of my prayer.  It
grounds me in the reality that for all of us who are
made of stardust “all things are possible with God.”

These times we are living in are difficult
times for those who live on the margins, who see
endless possibilities.  Our culture in recent past, has
covertly instilled fear and distrust into our society,
agents that work against “thinking out of the box.”
How sad when the status quo is clung to and creativity
and imagination are aborted as agents for change.

Reading, discussing and learning from
others’ experiences are invaluable resources that help
individuals and groups live into the future. However, a
danger can be that our reading and discussing, if not
moving us to action, can result in living vicariously-
“talk without the walk.”  Like the trapeze artist who
practices going from one platform to another using
the swinging trapeze bars, there must be a letting go

of one in order to embrace another to arrive at the new
destination.  It certainly takes courage and trust on the
part of the one taking the leap.

Since entering the Sisters of St. Joseph of
Carondelet in 1967, I have prayed with the evolving
expressions of our Congregation’s Constitution and
Complementary Document.

I am continually being challenged to be
faithful to living in a manner that continues the
mission of Jesus.  One section of our
CONSTITUTION under Ministry that has colored my
ministerial choices reads:

“We… engage in works of compassion and mercy
which  respond to the spiritual and corporal needs of
persons in  our times.  We do this in a way that:           

•  heals and reconciles
•  serves all persons without distinction
•  makes known through our lives the gospel we

proclaim
•  enables others to assume a more active

responsibility for continuing the mission of
Jesus

•  recognizes and defends the human dignity of all
persons

•  promotes justice with a particular concern for
the poor”

This “guide” has led me to share my gifts and
talents through various ministries. Over the years I
have served as a Secondary Education Teacher,
Campus Minister, a social worker (LMSW, ACSW)
working in direct service with the economically poor
through parishes (some now closed or merged),
directing and coordinating Pastoral Care at the NYS
Mohawk Valley Psychiatric Center, developing and
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directing a Community based organization through
Albany Catholic Family and Community Services,
ministering in Province leadership and most recently
serving as the full time Service Coordinator at
Eannace Funeral Home in Utica, New York.  These
expressions of service have afforded me rich life
experiences and blessed me with priceless
relationships giving deeper meaning to the call to be
and be among the “dear neighbor.”

It seems to me, that this, our moment, is a
significant “in-between” time of history.  And just
like the caterpillar must enter into the
“unrecognizable goo” of the chrysalis in order to
become the butterfly, we too must trust the Spirit as
we are being transformed.

One of the “prizes” from my postulate that I
have carried with me these 42 years is a Salada Tea
Tag (a little saying on the opposite end of the thin
white string connecting the tea bag).  It contains the
best definition for MYSTERY that I have ever read.
It states:  “A mystery is something you can’t know
enough about.” May we enter into the mystery of life
living passionately with a light grasp.  In the words of
the theologian, Dr. Mary Hunt, let us not be afraid to
“transform not tinker” in this, our moment.  Let us
rely on the magnificence of our collective stardust.
Perhaps someday NASA will pick “humanity” as the
ASTRONOMY PICTURE OF THE DAY!!!!

The picture, Saturn at Equinox, on the NASA sight
today, as Newsline goes to print, is shown above.

Explanation: How would Saturn look if its ring
plane pointed right at the Sun? Before last month,
nobody knew. Every 15 years, as seen from Earth,
Saturn's rings point toward the Earth and appear to
disappear. The disappearing rings are no longer a
mystery -- Saturn's rings are known to be so thin and
the Earth is so near the Sun that when the rings point
toward the Sun, they also point nearly edge-on at the
Earth. Fortunately, in this third millennium, humanity
is advanced enough to have a spacecraft that can see
the rings during equinox from the side. Last month,
that Saturn-orbiting spacecraft, Cassini, was able to
snap a series of unprecedented pictures of Saturn's
rings during equinox. A digital composite of 75 such
images is shown above. The rings appear unusually
dark, and a very thin ring shadow line can be made
out on Saturn's cloud-tops. Objects sticking out of the
ring plane are brightly illuminated and cast long
shadows. Inspection of these images may help
humanity understand the specific sizes of Saturn's
ring particles and the general dynamics of orbital
motion.

The goat is providing not only a source of nutritious milk (and a
loveable pet!), but also enables the new owners to breed Johanne and 
her companion, Peter.  This will generate a sustainable income to free
themselves from poverty.  Each female is given to a separate family.
Male goats are given in common to provide for the ladies.  When the
female gives birth, usually to two kids, the family gives one of these kids
to a family and keeps the second one.  That way the gift continues to
multiply. 

The Mayor of the village of St. Johnsville proclaimed
Saturday, June 20th, 2009 as “Sister Johanne’s Day”. At the
festivities the parishioners of St. Patrick’s presented Sr.
Johanne McCarthy and Fr. Peter Sullivan a unique farewell
gift.  The group purchased two goats named Johanne and
Peter for a poor farm family at St. Jude Thaddeus Parish in
Kyembogo, Uganda.   

At the announcement of the gift, Sister Johanne 
received a card stating:

This card acknowledges the thoughtful deed of 
buying a goat named “Johanne” in honor of Sister 
Johanne McCarthy, CSJ, to help end the cycle of 
poverty of a farm family of the Kyembogo Farmers
Association, Kyembogo, Uganda.

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Going with the Flow of God•s Call to Carondelet

“Jeanne Marie, go with the flow!”  Those were God’s words to me as recounted
by a second grader in the school I was leaving to become a Sister of St. Joseph of
Carondelet in the summer of 1999. I was the principal of St. Mary’s School in
Shrewsbury, MA and was leaving my ministry and home there to go “home” to join
the Sisters in the Albany province in Latham, NY.  I am one of the “newer members”,
as we are called, entering some 10 years ago and have been going with the flow of
God’s great Love ever since.

My years here in Carondelet have been blessed with many wonder-filled
experiences that are part of answering the call to religious life today. As a candidate,
I took a “tour of the Albany Province” and got the opportunity to meet our Sisters
from Albany to Syracuse, Utica to Binghamton. I taught two years at Catholic
Central High School where I witnessed first hand the wonderful tradition of CSJ’s in
education there.  Though only there two short years, I join the cast of thousands who

stand proud when they begin to sing the alma mater, “Here’s to our old CCHS…”  The flow of this call to Carondelet had
placed me right in the midst of good women who carry on a 350+year tradition of bringing to life our charism of Unity and
Reconciliation in all ways that woman is capable.  

Upon entering the novitiate in 2001, I became part of the wider-world of being a Sister of St. Joseph when I spent eight
months in our CSSJ Federation Novitiate.  As part of a collaborative endeavor with all the Joseph congregations here in the
U.S., I joined 9 other women, in our canonical year of novitiate in Framingham, MA. Our ages ranged from 27 to 52 and
we came from all over the country as well as Norway!  Over the course of those eight months of formation we developed
bonds of friendship and support that only get stronger with time. We have been able to get together several times since our
novitiate days, attended each other’s vow ceremonies, and even went on retreat together – including our Sister from Norway!
This October the last Sister in our group will be making her final vows in Baton Rouge, LA and I will have the privilege
of celebrating with her there.  Going with the flow has broadened my life in ways that I would never have imagined and I
travel with my Sisters from all over our country and our world.

The flow of this life as a Sister of St. Joseph is continuously inviting, ever challenging, always God-centered and
mission-driven.  I have ministered to the “Dear Neighbor” as a high school Spanish teacher, a volunteer ESL teacher with
immigrant women, a children’s choir director, elementary school principal, and currently as the Director of
Vocations/Formation for our province. I never really said those words, “Jeanne Marie, go with the flow”, when I explained
to the children why I had to move to Albany, NY.  That is what Kaileigh heard as she recounted my story to her mom back
in 1999.  Interestingly enough, that’s exactly what’s happened and I am in awe at the experiences and the relationships I’ve
encountered as I stand with my Sisters to serve a world in need.

When Sister Carol asked me to
write an article about being a Sister
of St. Joseph, I prayed about what
to write.  Then I thought how fitting
it would be for me to tell about my
journey to the Sisters of St. Joseph
of Carondelet as I move forward to
transfer my vows on October 18,
2009.  

I am a Sister from the Sisters of
St. Joseph of Watertown, NY.  I
transferred to Latham in October 2005.  My journey
began in South Troy living at St. Williams Convent
with Sisters Rita Duggan and Kate Arseneau.  When I
arrived, I had to begin a whole new life.  I felt
somewhat overwhelmed. I had to find a ministry, a
new doctor, new dentist, etc.  I had to learn where
everything was and how to get there. This new
territory is very different from the North Country
where it takes an hour at least to get anywhere!  I
found a new ministry at Parsons Child and Family
Center where I was a Clinical Social Worker in their
Residential Treatment Facility.  I ministered at Parsons
for three and half years.  I enjoyed working there as it
gave me many opportunities to learn the culture of the
Capital District.  It also helped me to transition into
the Sisters of St. Joseph in Latham by allowing me to
use my gifts and talents with young people who have
extreme mental health problems.  This ministry
helped me to put my life in perspective daily. Sisters
Rita and Kate helped me to adjust and meet many area
Sisters of St. Joseph.  They provided social
opportunities and helped me feel comfortable at many
of my first community gatherings.  

After two years of living in South Troy, I moved
for another community experience at St. Pius X  in
Loudonville.  I moved in with Sisters Anne Tranelli,
Mary Damien Cushing, Jeanne Marie Gocha,  Monica
Murphy, and Sara Kirsch.  I continued to do my
ministry at Parsons.  During the second part of my
first year, I began feeling uncertain as to whether I
should stay at Parsons.  I felt I was being called to go
into parish work again.  This quandary led me to
contact the Diocesan Office for Evangelization.  I
began conversing with Jeanne Schrempf to see if there

were any Youth Ministry positions
available.  I have known Jeanne for
many years because of my contact
with the Albany Youth Ministry
Department when I was the
Ogdensburg Diocesan Youth
Director.  Jeanne advised me to
send my resume and references
because she did know of a parish
that was looking for a youth
director which was not going to be

affected by Church closing/mergers.  The youth
director position was going to be ministering at two
parishes and I was not sure I could do this.  I thought,
Wow! God must really be moving the ball in this. It
was amazing that everything seemed to be falling
right in place and even the struggle for a decision to
change ministries was becoming clearer.  I began to
feel that this was the right step especially because we
had a change in administration at Parsons.  I did not
feel working with a new administration was good for
me at this time. I needed to move on and God “opened
another door.” 

I interviewed for the position Jeanne had told me
about and was offered the job.  I was still not sure I
could handle the two parishes with completely
different cultures.  Well, I am now starting my second
year in this ministry.   I admit the first year was very
difficult.  I am hoping I have learned a lot.  This next
year should be smoother… I pray!  Also, during this
first year of my ministering at St. Edward’s/St. Mary’s
churches, three other sisters and I moved into St.
Edward’s rectory.  It was not being occupied and it
would suit us just fine.  With a new ministry, a new
community, opening a new house, and preparing my
final year of the transfer process, I was challenged
with activities and adjustments.

During this busy year, I was also seeking out a
retreat center and applying to make a 30 day Ignatian
Retreat. I investigated many Retreat Houses and chose
to go to St. Mary’s by the Sea in Cape May Point, NJ.
I thought, “If God wants me to have this experience, I
will be accepted for the program.”  To be accepted,
you have to write a lengthy autobiography, so that too

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took some work.  I applied and was accepted.  I went
to Cape May Point from June 28th until July 31st.
Before leaving for retreat I had to organize all my
paperwork and meet with the leadership team in
preparation for their decision whether or not to accept
my request for final transfer.  The team would meet on
June 25th with Sister Linda Neil, who is my transfer
director. 

I was leaving for New Jersey on Wednesday June
24th, so a member of leadership would call me at my
brother’s house with the decision.  As I left for retreat,
I was nervous about keeping silence for 30 days and
questioning will I have a “yes” to finalize my transfer
of vows.  Well, let me tell you I did get a “yes”; I kept
silence (and liked it).  I did not even want to talk when
I came home. If I did not realize the grace God
provides us before this experience, I certainly do now.
I had an extremely awesome experience.  For me it is

like something you have been waiting for your whole
life and did not know it until you have the experience.
It truly was  life changing for me.  I have a whole
different appreciation for silence as well.  

So here we come close to the end of my transfer
journey.  Our life journey continues forever; yet, for
right now, this portion of my journey will be complete
on October 18, 2009 at 10 am Liturgy celebrating the
transfer of my final vows from the Sisters of St.
Joseph of Watertown to the Sisters of St. Joseph of
Carondelet, Albany Province.  I hope to see some of
you there! May God’s grace and blessings be with you.
Thank you to everyone who has helped me so far in
my journey here in Latham / Albany.

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Two men, both seriously ill, occupied the same
hospital room. One man was allowed to sit up in 
his bed for an hour each afternoon to help drain 
the fluid from his lungs. His bed was next to the
room's only window. The other man had to spend 
all his time flat on his back. The men talked for
hours on end. 

They spoke of their wives and families, 
their homes, their jobs, their involvement in the
military service, where they had been on vacation.
Every afternoon, when the man in the bed by the
window could sit up, he would pass the time by
describing to his roommate all the things he 
could see outside the window. 

The man in the other bed began to live for 
those one hour periods where his world would 
be broadened and enlivened by all the activity 
and color of the world outside. The window
overlooked a park with a lovely lake. 
Ducks and swans played on the water while 
children sailed their model boats. Young lovers
walked arm in arm amidst flowers of every 
color and a fine view of the city skyline could 
be seen in the distance. As the man by the window
described all this in exquisite details, the man 
on the other side of the room would close 
his eyes and imagine this picturesque scene. 

One warm afternoon, the man by the window
described a parade passing by. Although the 
other man could not hear the band - he could 
see it in his mind's eye as the gentleman by the
window portrayed it with descriptive words. 
Days, weeks and months passed. One morning, 
the day nurse arrived to bring water for their 
baths only to find the lifeless body of the man 
by the window, who had died peacefully in 
his sleep. She was saddened and called the 
hospital attendants to take the body away. As 

soon as it seemed appropriate, the other man 
asked if he could be moved next to the window. 
The nurse was happy to make the switch, and after
making sure he was comfortable, she left him alone. 
Slowly, painfully, he propped himself up on one 
elbow to take his first look at the real world outside.

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Global Platforms for Global Classrooms

As we transition into
the 21st century and
converse with our
nieces, nephews and
children of the new
millennium, we are

posed with questions and challenges both in
teaching and in our work for social justice. In his
paper, “Digital Natives and Digital Immigrants,”
Steve Prensky  has a wonderful insight about just
how different our learners are from past
generations. This insight may give educators of
every kind a glimpse of how radical our methods
will need to be to reach this new audience of
learners.  

Today’s students – K through college –
represent the first generations to grow up with this
new technology. They have spent their entire lives
surrounded by and using computers, videogames,
digital music players, video cams, cell phones, and
all the other toys and tools of the digital age.
Today’s average college grads have spent less than
5,000 hours of their lives reading, but over 10,000
hours playing video games (not to mention 20,000
hours watching TV). Computer games, email, the
Internet, cell phones and instant messaging are
integral parts of their lives. It is now clear that as a
result of this ubiquitous environment and the sheer
volume of their interaction with it, today’s students
think and process information fundamentally
differently from their predecessors. These
differences go far further and deeper than most
educators suspect or realize. “Different kinds of
experiences lead to different brain structures,” says
Dr. Bruce D. Perry of Baylor College of Medicine.
… it is very likely that our students’ brains have
physically changed – and are different from ours –
as a result of how they grew up. But whether or not
this is literally true, we can say with certainty that
their thinking patterns have changed.” 

In my ministry as Director of Educational
Technology for the Catholic Schools of Albany, I
am able to ponder the implications of such change
and how educators might reach our future leaders
and thinkers with the tools and even the toys these
digital natives are most comfortable using. One of
the most fundamental thoughts I have about these
tools is that they all can be used for good and in
some way to aid the learning process. With the
recent arrival of “Twitter” I thought I had finally
met a technology I could not find an educational
use for or could think of using in the classroom.
Let me say just a few words about Twitter before I
proceed. Twitter is a website that can be accessed
from a computer or from a cell phone. It asks one
question, “What are you doing?” You need to
answer that question using 140 characters or less.
“What or how could something that simple be used
to teach or work for social justice?” It wasn’t until
this past summer that I had my first glimpse of how
powerful a tool this could be in the hands of
Iranians as they revolted against the election of
President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad. 

The Washington Times reported June 16,
2009 that, “The mass protests followed a weekend
of street demonstrations, rioting and other
expressions of discontent. These events were
brought to the world in real time through social-
media networks and online video…The immediacy
of the reports was gripping. Well-developed Twitter
lists showed a constant stream of situation updates
and links to photos and videos, all of which painted
a portrait of the developing turmoil. Digital photos
and videos proliferated and were picked up and
reported in countless external sources safe from
the regime's Net crackdown. Eventually the regime
started taking down these sources, and the e-
dissidents shifted to e-mail. The only way to
completely block the flow of Internet information
would have been to take the entire country offline,

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a move the regime
apparently has resisted
thus far.”2 Later the
“regime” would attempt to
take down Twitter only to
be thwarted worldwide by
an impromptu world
revolution in support of
Iran which jammed the
twitter network so it could
not be taken down. Now
there’s a history lesson or
social justice lesson in the
making.

Educators and
leaders are beginning to
understand these tools and
how to work with them to promote learning and
justice. In the Diocese of Albany, the “Growing
Leaders” program with the help of a grant by the
John, Marie, and Joseph Whalen Foundation has
begun such an initiative. The distance learning
project has taken its first steps to use technical
tools to communicate with the members of the
diocese and beyond.  Some of these steps have
been:

• Recording and making available online some
of the courses from the Spring Enrichment. This
may lead to participation from home by those who
are unable to travel to St. Rose to attend this
important event which provides such a wealth of
information, training and support for catechists,
pastoral care providers, teachers, etc.

• Recording the “Heart of God” institute hosted
this June at the Carondelet Hospitality Center. The
hope for this recording is that sisters who were
interested but unable to attend might participate in
this course. Then they can share across digital
connections and with sisters and associates in other
provinces their reflections and questions much like
those who participated in the event did in “real
time” at the provincial house.

• We also demonstrated the use of this new
technology to all the directors at the Pastoral
Center and met with Bishop Hubbard to
brainstorm together how this new opportunity can
assist us in our everyday ministries. 

• One very practical way I am using this is for
training on our student information system, Power
School. I was able to record directly from my
computer some tutorials that the teachers,
secretaries and principals, can access on their own
time. 

It is the hope of many of us at the diocese
that we might be able to involve more people
across the diocese in programs and training
without the need to travel long distances in
inclement weather.

It’s quite exciting to be alive at this time in
history and to be able to participate in global
conversations and global learning. I am quite
honored to be able to participate in and direct these
first steps. You readers, too, may have some ideas
about communicating using these new
technologies. Please let me know
any ideas this article may have
sparked in your creative
genius.
